How to score Swim meets
This part can be done once you know who is swimming what from Chatsworth and what lane they are assigned to, just to save time.

1. Fill in the top (CHS vs. _______ and date)

2. Fill in the last name of the swimmers according to lane placement

Once at the meet:

1. When the ref gives you the placement sheet, record the place for each person on both teams.

2. Based on what place each person/relay team gets, the receive the following points:

a. Individuals

i. 1st place = 6 points

ii. 2nd place = 4 points

iii. 3rd place = 3 points

iv. 4th place = 2 points

v. 5th place = 1 point

vi. 6th place = 0 points

b. Relays

i. 1st place = 8 points

ii. 2nd place = 4 points

iii. 3rd place = 2 points

iv. 4th place = 0 points

v. 5th place = 0 points

vi. 6th place = 0 points

3. For each team for each event add the points up and record in the top portion of the slash area on the far right. Above the slash is for the total points for each team for each event.

4. The bottom of the slash is a running total of all the events.

a. To get the running total, add the previous bottom of the slash and the following above the slash area.

5. Constantly compare scores with the other team’s point sheet to make sure they are the same. It’s a pain in the butt to have to figure it all out at end of the meet.

6. When the meet is over, do one last final comparison of scores and have the ref sign the score sheets.
